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 Introduction to the New Testament
The New Testament is the Old Testament revealed, just as the Old Testament is the New Testament concealed.  The New Testament is the explicit of the Old Testament, just as the Old Testament is the implicit of the New Testament.  The Old Testament in-folds the New Testament, just as the New Testament unfolds the Old Testament.  In this teaching we will gain a comprehensive walkthrough of the entire New Testament, book by book while viewing a “snapshot” of how the Old Testament and New Testament connect together.  It is important to always remember that both Testaments are necessary for accurate doctrinal interpretation.  A Biblical principle is doctrinally sound as it is substantiated by both Testaments and undergirded with co-Testament scriptures.

Matthew
Author:  The Gospel of Matthew was written by Matthew the Apostle @ 37 AD probably from Antioch or Judea.

Key Verse:  Matthew 1 & Matthew 28:18-20 

Theme:  The Gospel of Matthew presents Jesus as King and is the Gospel to the Jews (from the Jews came morals to society).  Matthew presents the royal line of Jesus, teaches in parables and teaches of the Kingdom.  Matthew uses the most O.T. scripture of any of the Gospels.  A major pivotal shift occurs in chapter 12 as he is rejected as Messiah, the emphasis moves to his disciples, parables and teaching on his death and resurrection. 







  Mark

Author:  The Gospel of Mark was written by John Mark @ 64 AD probable from Rome.
Key Verse:  Mark 8:34-37 & Mark 10:43-45

Theme:  The Gospel of Mark presents Jesus as the perfect suffering servant and is the Gospel to the Romans (from the Romans came legalities to society).  The servant character is displayed throughout the entire book as the word “straightway” is used more times in Mark that all the Gospels combined.  The pivotal chapter is chapter 8 in which after Peter’s confession of Christ, emphasis is given to his disciples and teaching on his death and resurrection.  







  Luke
Author:  The Gospel of Luke was written by Luke the disciple @ 59 AD probably from Macedonia.
Key Verse:  Luke 3:23-38 & Luke 15

Theme:  The Gospel of Luke presents Jesus as the perfect man and is the Gospel to the Greeks (from the Greeks came philosophies to society).  Luke presents the legal bloodline of Jesus and teaches much on the friendship, compassion and of the neighborly Jesus. 







  John

Author:  The Gospel of John was written by John the Apostle @ 90 AD from Ephesus.  

Key Verse:  John 1:1-5 & John 20:30-31

Theme:  The Gospel of John presents Jesus as Divine and is the Gospel to the world.  John presents a multitude of “I am” statements that speak of the Deity of Christ.  Much of John is written in chronological order and only seven events common in John are found in the Synoptic Gospels.  John writes much on the Holy Spirit and the necessity of belief in Jesus Christ.    







  Acts

Author:  The Book of Acts was written by Luke the disciple @ 62 AD probably from Macedonia.  

Key Verse:  Acts 1:8 & Acts 2:1-4

Theme:  It is the “actions” of the early church and details the birth, growth and examples of the church and how the Gospel of Jesus Christ began to be published through out the world.







Romans

Author:  Romans was written by the Apostle Paul @ 57 AD from Corinth.  

Key Verse:  Romans 1:16-17 and Romans 3:21-25

Theme:  It is the A.B.C.’s of Christianity, the necessity of salvation for both Jews and Gentiles and explains the Doctrines of Sin, Justification, Sanctification, Practical Living, Salvation and the Future State of Israel.







I Corinthians

Author:  I Corinthians was written by the Apostle Paul @ 56 AD from Ephesus.  

Key Verse:  I Corinthians 6:19-20 & I Corinthians 14:26

Theme:  It refuted “sensualism” and answers questions concerning marriage, spiritual gifts, sexual purity, resurrection, Christian life, conduct and the priority of fruit before works.







II Corinthians
Author:  II Corinthians was written by the Apostle Paul @ 58 AD probably from Philippi.  

Key Verse:  II Corinthians 4, II Corinthians 6, II Corinthians 11

Theme:  It comforts those who repented from the rebukes and corrections of the first epistle, to give instructions concerning a true ministry, to give instructions in collections and to vindicate Paul’s Apostleship.  







Galatians

Author:  Galatians was written by the Apostle Paul @ 52-54 AD probably from Antioch or Rome.  

Key Verse:  Galatians 1:6, Galatians 2:20-21, Galatians 3:21, Galatians 5:1

Theme:  It refuted “legalism”, corrected backslidden churches that went back under the law and to teach true Christian conduct by “walking in the Spirit vs. walking in the flesh”, “faith vs. law” and justification by faith.  







Ephesians
Author:  Ephesians was written by the Apostle Paul @ 64 AD from Rome.  

Key Verse:  Ephesians 1:3 & Ephesians 2:8-10

Theme:  It refuted “minimalism” and explains the believer’s position in Christ.  It outlines who we were before salvation, who we are after salvation and Christian conduct.







Philippians
Author:  Philippians was written by the Apostle Paul @ 64 AD from Rome.  

Key Verse:  Philippians 1:4

It refuted “traditionalism” and commends the joy & unity of the Philippian church.  The word joy is used 14 times in this epistle.







Colossians
Author:  Colossians was written by the Apostle Paul @ 64 AD from Rome.  

Key Verse:  Colossians 2:8-10

Theme:  It refuted “intellectualism” and speaks heavily against false philosophies while teaching Christian conduct.







I Thessalonians

Author:  I Thessalonians was written by the Apostle Paul @ 54 AD from Corinth.  

Key Verse:  I Thessalonians 4:13-18

Theme:  I Thessalonians refuted hopelessness and was written to comfort Christians that thought they had missed the “Rapture”, teach Christian conduct and overcome hopelessness.






       II Thessalonians

Author:  II Thessalonians was written by the Apostle Paul @ 55 AD from Corinth.  
Key Verse:  II Thessalonians 2:1-2

Theme:  It was written to refute false letters forged by false teachers and teaches believers the truth about the end times, the “Day of the Lord” and chronologically connects the rapture, the antichrist and the “Day of the Lord”.







I Timothy
Author:  I Timothy was written by the Apostle Paul @ 67 AD probably from Macedonia.
Key Verse:  I Timothy 3:14-15

Theme:  It is the 1st of the Pastoral Epistles that outline church order, church doctrine and church discipline.







II Timothy

Author:  II Timothy was written by the Apostle Paul @ 68 AD from Rome.  
Key Verse:  II Timothy 2:1-2, II Timothy 4:6-8

Theme:  II Timothy was written as the 2nd of the Pastoral Epistles that teaches church order, church doctrine, church discipline and encouragement for compulsory suffering in Christ.  It is Paul’s “swansong”, his last epistle before martyrdom.







    Titus

Author:  Titus was written by the Apostle Paul @ 67 AD probably from Antioch or Macedonia. 

Key Verse:  Titus 1:5 & Titus 3:8

Theme:  Titus was written as the 3rd and last of the Pastoral Epistles.  Titus was given charge to over the churches of Crete and teaches church order, church doctrine and church discipline.    







 Philemon

Author:  Philemon was written by the Apostle Paul @ 64 AD from Rome.  

Key Verse:  Philemon 15-17

Theme:  Philemon is about a run-away slave named Onesimus who steals and flees to Paul, is converted and sent back to his Christian master Philemon to be reconciled.  It speaks to our reconciliation in Christ.  







 Hebrews
Author:  Hebrews was written anonymously by the Apostle Paul @ 68 AD probably from Rome.   

Key Verse:  Hebrews 4:14-16 Hebrews 12:1-2 

Theme:  Hebrews uses an abundance of O.T. Scripture and history to convince Jews that Jesus is the Messiah, better than Moses, Joshua and Angels, confirm Jewish believers in the faith and to set forth New Covenant doctrine for all. 







   James
Author:  James was written by James the half brother of Jesus Christ @ 45 AD probably from Jerusalem.

Key Verse:  James 2:14-18

Theme:  James teaches practical Christian living from a Jewish O.T. perspective and how Christian works are an evidence of faith. 







   I Peter
Author:  I Peter was written by the Apostle Peter @ 60 AD from Babylon.  

Key Verse:  I Peter 4:12-13

Theme:  I Peter teaches the different kinds of suffering, the grace of God to endure and the glory God receives through true suffering and the joy of sharing in Christ’s sufferings.  







  II Peter

Author:  II Peter was written by the Apostle Peter @ 62 AD probably from Babylon.  







Key Verse:  II Peter 1:16-21 & II Peter 2:1 & II Peter 3:1-4

Theme:  II Peter encourages believers to stand true in the faith, warns of apostasy and the events in the last days and the contrast of truth versus falsehood.







   I John


Author:  I John was written by the Apostle John @ 90 AD from Ephesus.

Key Verse:  I John 4:7-21

Theme:  I John basically teaches on the love of God and the love of God we should have one for another.







   II John

Author:  II John was written by the Apostle John @ 90 AD from Ephesus.  

Key Verse:  II John 9-10

Theme:  II John was written to give instruction on how to beware of false ministers.







  III John


Author:  III John was written by the Apostle John @ 90 AD from Ephesus.

Key Verse:  III John 9-12

Theme:  III John commends the treatment of true ministers and teaches on how to deal with false ministers.







    Jude

Author:  Jude was written by Jude the half brother of Jesus Christ @ 66 AD probably from Judea.    

Key Verse:  Jude 3

Theme:  Jude teaches on the apostasy of the last days, correlates judgment of the past with the judgment to come and is likened to the Old Testament “doom” and “gloom” books of Amos, Joel, Zephaniah and is akin to II Peter 2.







Revelation

Author:  The book of Revelation was written by the Apostle John @ 96 AD from Patmos.  
Key Verse:  Revelation 1:19 & Revelation 19:11

Theme:  It unveils the 2nd coming of Jesus Christ, the events in heaven and earth before, during and after The Great Tribulation.
