ARE  YOU  SAVED?               Matt 7:15-23(v20), II Tim 2:19 & Titus 2:12

I.     How do I know that I need SALVATION?


       a)  Because we are all sinners by nature (Jer 17:9, Gen 6:5, Gen 8:21, I John 1:8, Rom 11:32 (the whole world is guilty!), Prov 20:9, Eccl 7:20, Ps 119:155, Eph 2:2-3, I Tim 5:6(walking dead ‘spiritually’), II Cor 10:12 (do not compare yourself to others).


       b)  We need to be saved from our sins (Rom 6:23, John 1:29), saved from diseases (Ex 16:26, saved from our enemies (Prov 16:7, Rom 8:31), saved from the wrath to come(I The 5:9, Rev 6:18, Matt 24:22), and to be saved from ourselves(Prov 29:15, Rom 1:24, 26, 28, Rom 7:23-24).

II.    What is SALVATION? (Born again)


       a)  Spiritual regeneration.  A junkman may start with junk, salvage it, make into an antique.  Through salvation, God takes our lives and makes us something precious in His eyesight. (Acts 16:30-31, Rom 10:9-10, Eph 2,:8-9 & Titus 3:3-6).


       b)  Salvation is not water baptism.  It is not doing good works.  It is not in comparing our life with the life of someone  else or the wrongs that they have done.
III.   How do I receive SALVATION…How do I REDEDICATE my life to Christ?


         a)  Admit that you are lost, that you cannot save yourself.  No denial.  (Rom 3:23/Eph 2:1-3).


         b)  Believe that Jesus died for you sins and rose from the dead and that he ALONE paid the price for your sins fully  Read Rom 10:9-10

         c)  Call/Confess…call upon the Lord into your heart and confess Jesus as your Lord and

savior.  (Rom 10:13, Acts 4:12).

d) Demonstrate…show your change in heart by outward evidence of life. (Matt 7:20
