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Sanctification  (Hagiazo) means  to set apart or separate from a profane, carnal or secular use to a sacred, holy or spiritual use.

     “Initial” sanctification is a gift given as a benefit of the “New Birth” experience.

     “Progressive” sanctification is a gift given during the Christian walk as a result of renewing the mind, continuance in the Word, spiritual perfecting, an holy lifestyle and is evident in the form of fruit productivity.

     "Complete” sanctification takes place when the Christian receives the remainder of his/her atonement benefits at the time meeting the Lord either by rapture or death. 

      The cleansing of sin is not always the objective in sanctification, however, if sin is evident, then that particular sin must be addressed.

      The Christian is sanctified NOW, however, any sanctification "disqualification" is due to an indirect or direct calculation of sin, rejection of knowledge or refusal in belief.

      Sanctification takes place at the initial conversion
