Topic:  Water Baptism



              Memory Verse – Acts 2:38


Water baptism is a sacrament of the new testament experience that publicly displays our inward conversion toward the Lord Jesus Christ.  Water baptism is necessary as an act of obedience but not “necessarily” as an act of salvation.


Water baptism symbolizes Christ’s death, burial and resurrection.  Thus, water baptism publicly identifies the old man being dead to sin, the old man buried with Christ and the new man raised in newness of life and alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.  (Romans 6:3-11, Colossians 2:12)


Water baptism does not save the soul.  However, if possible, must be accomplished out of obedience to the scriptures…only after the soul is saved.  (Romans 10:9-13, I Peter 3:21, Luke 23:39-43, Mark 16:16)


Greek = Bapto/Baptidzo…To dip, immerse, submerge, plunge


Water Baptism by immersion only  (Matt 3:16, Mark 1:10, Acts 8:38-39)


Water Baptism in the name of Jesus  (Acts 3:16, Acts 4:12, Acts 10:48, Acts 19:5, Phil 2:9-11, Phil 4:13,  John 20:31, Colossians 3:17)


Water Baptism before Holy Spirit Baptism  (Acts 19:5-6)


Water Baptism after Holy Spirit Baptism  (Acts 10:44-48)


Water Baptism with Holy Spirit Baptism  (Acts 2:38)


Water Baptism repeated after rededication and/or true salvation {Re-Baptized  (Acts 19:2-5)}
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
